Within the first minutes of the attack all the battleships adjacent to Ford
Island had taken bomb and or torpedo hits. The West Virginia sank quickly.
The Oklahoma capsized and sank. The Arizona was mortally wounded by an
armor-piercing bomb, which ignited the ship's forward ammunition magazine
and killed 1,177 crewmen. The California, Maryland, Tennessee and
Nevada also suffered varying degrees of damage in the first half hour of the
raid.
